Other Business

· Proposed changes to Section 2900.60 (e) (2) regarding the effective date were submitted for a vote.  Motion was made by Peggy Podlasek to approve the changes as presented; it was seconded by Mary Kentzler.
· Maxine Sandretto presented a recent Governor’s Travel Control Board Travel Update (#10-07) which stated  all calls for which an employee claims reimbursement must be reflected on the hotel receipt.  Following discussion, the HETCB Board decided not to adopt this change and will maintain Section 2900.65 as is.
· There was discussion regarding Governor Quinn’s recent announcement of $.39 per mile reimbursement rate in his budget address.  Peggy Podlasek stated this only affects the General Assembly and does not apply to the Travel Control boards.  Louise Williams stated that Chicago State University will remain at $.50.
· Maxine Sandretto noted that the call-in number for today’s meeting was out of Urbana-Champaign, which was included in today’s videoconference.  Beginning with the October meeting, Maxine Sandretto and Pat Walsh will be videoconferencing in from Urbana-Champaign.  There will be three videoconference sites available (Chicago, Urbana-Champaign, Springfield).  Mary Kentzler suggested it is important for  other Board members  to try to be present at one of these locations, rather than always attending by phone,  in order to ensure a quorum is met.
