Other Business

· A new mileage rate became effective January 1, 2010.  Notification had been sent to all Board members and Web site has been updated.
· An update was received from the Governor’s Travel Control Board regarding the method used to set the rate of reimbursement for the use of personal vehicles while traveling on official government business.  Beginning January 1, 2010, the State of Illinois will increase or decrease the rate of reimbursement for mileage effective on the same date that the increase or decrease is effective according to the Federal General Services Administration.  Peggy Podlasek said the current rules say the change for an increase will begin at the start of the fiscal year.  The HETCB rules will have to be amended.  The changes will be written up and brought to the next Board meeting for approval.  They will then be sent on to JCAR for approval.

· Maxine Sandretto noted that the University of Illinois will be taking the proposed purchase of a Travel & Expense Management System to their Board of Trustees January 21, 2010, meeting for approval.   Following approval, they are planning to implement soon and roll out beginning late summer 2010.   

· The University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign can connect via teleconference to the University of Illinois Chicago campus and the University of Illinois Springfield campus.  Anyone attending by teleconference is counted for quorum requirements for HETCB meetings.   Maxine Sandretto will check to be sure teleconference at three locations (Chicago, Springfield, Urbana) is allowed and feasible.  If so, Board members would be able to travel to any of the three locations to attend the meetings.  Harley McCammond from Northern Illinois University indicated he will travel to Chicago for teleconference meetings.

· Louise Williams from Chicago State University asked to revise Line Item #2 on their exception report to show a total of $356 and correct the location which was actually Boston.  The new total of 3 exceptions for CSU is $493.
Connie Hess made a motion to approve the amended exception information reported by Chicago State University on Line Item #2 to show the destination as Boston and the total of exception to $356.  The total of the three exceptions for CSU is $493.  The motion was seconded by Mary Kentzler.  Motion approved unanimously.
