· Meeting called to order at 9:05 a.m. by Chair, Mike Bass

Other Business

· Item IV on the agenda, “Nomination and Election of Vice-Chairman” was postponed by Mike Bass, Chair.
· Mike Bass asked Heather Humphrey to discuss the final draft of the revised HETCB rules.  She remarked that based on advice from legal counsel regarding compliance with the Open Meetings Act, changes were made to allow meetings to be conducted by video conference and to outline the exceptions granted in statute to allow members to participate via teleconference.  Karen Stovall recommended a change to Appendix A to reflect that lodging rates for Cook County and Washington D.C. are adjusted seasonally based on approved federal rates and that current rates can be found on the HETCB website.

Mike Bass recommended a motion to forward the revised rules, with the discussed changes, to JCAR.  Mary Kentzler made the motion and it was seconded by Ron Ward.  Motion approved unanimously.  

·  Karen Stovall requested a further explanation of the “employment purposes” exception.  Mike Bass explained that this exception would allow members, with Board consent, to participate in HETCB members via teleconference if they could not leave their place of work due to job-related responsibilities.  He further explained that at future meetings, members needing to participate via teleconference would need to state the reason they could not be physically present at a meeting and receive an affirmative vote from the Board. 
· Mike Bass directed Heather Humphrey to compose a memo to the Board outlining the measures the Board needs to take in the future to be in compliance with the Open Meetings Act and to work with the Board to schedule future FY2008 meetings via video conference.

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Karen Stovall and was seconded by Mary Kentzler.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
